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I am writing in my role as Chairman of the All Party Parliamentary Group on
Extraordinary Rendition, following the Foreign Secretary’s Terrorist Suspects
(Renditions) Statement on 21 February 2008'. I welcome the review of
rendition flights through Scottish airports that the Scottish Executive has
announced. [ await Cabinet Secretary for Justice Kenny MacAskill’s
conclusion with interest. As you know, there is much circumstantial evidence
that Scottish airports and airspace may have been used in the US rendition
programme.

Alleged Involvement of Scottish Térritory and Airspace

There have been repeated allegations that the US has used Scottish airspace and
airports in its rendition programme. These allegations are based on the reports
of UK Parliamentary Committees’, international organisations’, and NGOs".

The Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe described a global
‘spiders web’ of rendition flights in which Prestwick airport acted as a
“stopover point” used to refuel’. In the course of the Council of Europe’s
